WILLIAM SAMETZ , a long time dedicated member of St. Vladimir I nstitute, died
peacefully in his 84th y ear on March 6, 2010 after a courageous battle with cancer.
Born in Canora, Saskatchewan, May 23, 1926, William will be sadly missed.  William
Sametz spent 58 years with "the lo ve of his life", Rose (nee Kulchyk), who stood
valiantly by his side through the years and especially during his i llness.

William also served as Lieutenant in the Canadian Army, Royal
Canadian School of Infantry during WW2.  Recently William's generosity to St. Vladimir I nstitute was extended
through his and his family's stewardship of The Honorable John Yaremko's Legacy.  This resulted in both a
government grant and a new scholarship for Ukrainian students of the I nstitute.

Anastasia Baczynskyj lectured to a full room on January 31st.  Her lecture, entitled
"The Ukrainian Identity Crisis: Third and Fourth Wave Relations in Toronto," at tempted to
demystify the di fferences between the Third and the Fourth Waves of Ukrainian Canadian
immigrants' versions of Ukrainian identity.

The talk started wi th a detai led look at the pr ocess of identity formation.
Ms. Baczynskyj explained that identity is a socialization process, and that national identities
are created for political purposes.

The different interpr etation of "Ukrainianess" between the waves was based on several
elements, she said.  Those Ukrainian-Canadians who were part of the Thir d Wave (1947-
1953 and their descendents), had a different socialization process than those of the Fourth
Wave (1991-present and their descendents).  She stated that historical context of immigr a-

tion is very important to consider when deal ing with Diasporic identities.

Third Wave Ukrainians came mostly from the Displaced Persons camps scattered in Austria, Germany and Italy.  I n
these camps, the original Third Wavers received very intense exposure to nationalist political parties who focused loss,
disenfranchisement and the sheer pain of war, into a cause.  These political parties focused the pain on the Soviet
Union and the disorganized pain turned into or ganized political anger.  These political parties hoped that i f they or ga-
nized the people efficiently, the parties would be able to oust the S oviet government and replace it.  The pol itical anger
against the USSR which was nurtured by the political parties in the DP camps was passed on to children and grandchil-
dren in Canada. Russian language use, communist politics, and atheism became the markers of enemies of Ukraine.
Displaced Ukrainians, being forced to fend basically for themselves in these camps, began organizing elements of
entertainment, schools, forums, reading rooms and churches voluntarily.  As a result, they wer e fully prepared to
repeat the process when their arrival in Toronto was arranged through the help of Ukrainian Canadians and the
Canadian military in the late 1940s.

The discussion turned to the Fourth Wave who began arriving f rom Ukraine in the early 1990s.  These Ukrainians
left Ukraine, not because of the terr or of war, but due to extr eme economic distress.  Furthermore, they came inde-
pendently and directly from Ukraine, and were never exposed to massive camps where people were 'taught' what
being Ukrainian 'meant.'  Nor wer e all of these immigrants against the Soviet Union or its policies, or even interested in
politics at all.  They were in fact socialized under the Soviet system, a system which concentrated on controlling identi-
ty formation and the extinguishing of ethnic national ism.  Many of these Ukrainians came from areas of Ukraine that
no longer spoke Ukrainian due to intense Soviet Russification.  However, this was a process organized by the State and
thus a part of their identi ty plan.

Also, unlike the Third Wavers, the Fourth Wavers were not exposed to elements of civil society such as voluntary
charitable organizations, because of the control of all organizations by the state, including r eligious institutions.
Therefore, not al l were used to participating in 'communi ty' events, or at tending church as 'members.'  All of these ele-
ments were a part of dai ly life in Soviet Ukraine and formulated the identi ty of many.  However, just as in the case of
the Third Wave, this identi ty was created for a political purpose and came to be subconsciously.

Where the Third Wave was very homogenous in its understanding of what i t 'means' to be Ukrainian, the Fourth
Wave is very heterogeneous. The Third Wave, said Ms. Baczynskyj, believes that there is 'connectedness' among all
Ukrainians because of the pain that the Soviet Union caused. However, Fourth Wavers simply believe there is a 'com-
monality' between all Ukrainians because of their ethnicity, but nothing deeper.

Politics, not culture, deeply divides them. Ms. Baczynskyj stated that there has been a rapprochement between the
members of the waves since the Orange Revolution because of the large showing of members of each wave at demon-
strations organized in Ontario.  However this was limited to those Fourth Wavers who believed in the tenets of Thir d
Wave Ukrainian identity.  That is to say only those Fourth Wavers who believe in exclusive Ukrainian language use for
Ukrainians, that historically Russians and Soviets were enemies, that religion and community are important elements
and expressions of Ukrainian identity, are accepted as 'true' Ukrainians by the Third Wave.  Demographically, these
Fourth Wavers tended to be f rom western regions of Ukraine and tended to be Greek Catholic.

Ms. Baczynskyj ended her discussion with a thought pr ovoking question.  "If the Ukr ainian community continues to
reject a wave that is already bigger than the Thir d Wave, what is the benefi t for the Ukrainian community?"  Her
analysis was blunt, "Our loss is the Russian speaking community’s gain."
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Demystifying  Ukrainian  Immigration  to  Canada
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Q&A with  Iconographer  Alex  Mezent sev

For the past ten y ears Alex Mezentsev has been instructing iconogra-
phy classes at St. Vladimir Institute.  His classes have been very popu-
lar and have attracted art-lovers from all backgrounds.  We asked him
about icons and the art of iconogr aphy:

How did icons and the art of iconography come to Ukraine?
Traditional icons were introduced to Ukraine (then Kyivan-Rus) when

Prince Volodymyr the Great adopted Christianity as the national reli-
gion in 988 AD.  The Kyivan-Rus religious rites and rituals came from
Byzantium, and followed that country ’s very strict rules of sacred art
and church construction.  Most of the icons of that period wer e 
"wri tten" by Greek iconographers.  One of the most beauti ful and most
well-known among Ukrainians is the "Volodymyrs'ka", depicting the
Virgin and Child.  It w as brought to Kyiv from Constantinople in the
12th century.

How have icon-writing styles changed through the years?
The canonic Byzantine style prevailed throughout its sphere of influ -

ence until the 15th century .  Some humanistic, realistic and decorative
features appeared during the Renaissance and Baroque eras.

Understandably, in the 18th and 19th centuries icon "wri ting" w as somewhat under the influence of Classic Academic art.
Today, modern tendencies strongly influence iconographic styles among artists.  As sacred art, however, the original
Byzantine style has always remained one of the more predominant styles.

How did you become interested in icons?
My education as an illustrator and graphic designer exposed me to historical and religious books and I worked for many

years illustrating such books.  Later, after arriving in Canada, I started to at tend churches and to study sacred art.  I ha ve
always found icons a fascinating art form, so I decided to mak e it my major area of interest.

Where did you learn the art of icon writing?
In 1990, I began to work at St. V olodymyr's Cathedral, in Toronto.  There I met Omel ian Telizyn, the renowned iconogra-

pher, who became my teacher. I n his studio, we worked together on designs of mosaics, stained-glass windows, and church
interiors. As my interest evolved, I studied the art of iconogr aphy in Greece, Italy, and at several North American 
monasteries.

Which churches have you worked on?
I took part in joint pr ojects for St. Volodymyr's Church in Thornhill, the monastery in Ancaster, a chapel in Winnipeg,  St.

John's Church in Brampton, St. Mary's Church in Mississauga, Trinity Church in Toronto and St. George's Church in Toronto.
A few years ago, I had the honour of cr eating the icons for the St. Vladimir I nstitute Chapel.  I have also worked on many
private commissions.

What styles of iconography do you teach?
Mainly, I teach the tr aditional Byzantine style.  As the students' techniques evolve, they l ike to experiment wi th other

regional styles such as those from Crete or Novgorod.
What are the backgrounds of your students?
About one-third are of Ukrainian background.  The rest are from very diverse Christian backgrounds including Greek,

Serbian, Romanian, Arab, Coptic and Lebanese.  There are also students from non-Christian cultures like Chinese,
Vietnamese, Indian and Japanese.  They are as fascinated with this art f orm as I am; we ar e all united by a passion for 
creating icons.

What accomplishments have your students achieved over the past ten years?
They have learned about the history and symbol ism of iconography, and about ancient iconographic techniques.  Most

important ly, they have learned about the faiths and traditions of others and to shar e ideas about art and spirituality.
Although most are writing icons for themselves, some students are making original gifts f rom the heart f or relatives, friends
and their places of worship.
