Inaugural Multiculturalism Award to a Most Deserving Member
John Yaremko

We often rush thr ough our busy
days without appreciating the
achievements and sacrifices
made by certain individuals
without which we would not
enjoy the great standard of
living we have in this country.
Occasionaly, we pause to
reflect and take the time to
offer thanks, and recently our
nation offered its thanks to a
most distinguished Ukrainian-
Canadian who blazd a most

the elderly and people with
disabilities to assist them to
live with dignity, including
facilitating the establishment of
seniors' residences by various
ethnic groups.

Mr. Yaremko and his late
wife, Myroslava, made many
philanthropic gifts which reflect
their many interests. In 2002,
the John and Mary Yaremko
Program on Multicultural and
Human Rights was established

remarkable trail that changed
the way we live our lives today.

On June 12, 2009, the
inaugural Paul Yuzyk Award for
Multiculturalism was presented
to the Honourable John Yaremko at a reception at
Toronto's Roy Thompson Hall. This was presented by
Jason Kenney, Minister of Citizenship, | mmigration and
Multiculturalism to honour individuals or or ganizations
that have demonstrated excellence in promoting multicul-
turalism. What needs to be recognized is that without the
groundwork done by John Yaremko and Paul Yuzyk, we
would not be enjoying the type of freedoms we now have
in Canada, the most multicultural nation on Earth.

In fact, Senator Paul Yuzyk was known as the Father
of Multiculturalism who, in his maiden speech to the
Senate in 1964, entitled "Canada, A Muticultural Nation",
pointed out that ethnic gr oups, that were neither of
English, French nor Aboriginal descent, constituted over
one-third of Canada's population and this made Canada a
multicultural nation.

Through his efforts and the growing support of his
work, an official policy of multiculturalism was announced
by the government of Pierre E. Trudeau in 1971 and a
Ministry of Multiculturalism has been in place in every
government to this day. Senator Yuzyk, for whom the
award is named, went on to serve in the Senate for 23
years.

John Yaremko was elected as an MPP to the Ontario
Legislature in 1951 and served as a most distinguished
member until 1975. Not only was he the first Ukrainian-
Canadian to sene in the legislature, but he was the first
"ethnic" person elected to a seat in Ontario. 1n 1958 he
was appointed to the cabinet, was Ontario's first Minister
of Citizenship (1961) and the first Solicitor General (1972-
74).

During his illustrious career in office he was a strong
advocate for human rights and multiculturalism. He was
also a strong proponent of building support systems for

inclusion. In 2008, Mr. Yaremko pledged $50,000 to the
John Robarts Library to preserve and make broadly
accessible materials relating to Ukrainian history, litera-
ture, language and culture through digitization.

Mr. Yaremko's involvement with St. Vladimir | nstitute
has spanned close to haF a century, including the
presentation of the Charter when the | nstitute was incor-
porated in 1961. As a member he has supported our
mission to provide learning opportunities and cultural
programming to the community and a home to students
pursuing post secondary education. He has always been
a firm believer that a good education prepares one with
the tools to make a difference in this world, and he has
made very generous gifts to St. Vladimir's and other
institutions over the years to support, encourage and
inspire students in the pursuit of higher learning.

On the advice of his very dear friends, William and
Rose Sametz, Mr Yaremko has directed that St. Vladimir
Institute receive the monetary portion of the P aul Yuzyk
Award to assist in furthering our work wi th cultural pro-
grams accessible to the community and we are most
appreciative of this support and confidence.

We can think of no one who would be mor e deserv-
ing of being recognized and bestowed with this inaugur al
award than John Yaremko and the influence he had on
the way that we view ourselves today as a multicultural
society. We offer our thanks and congratulations to Mr.
Yaremko for his contributions and for being conferred
with this most pr estigious award.
